GUIDELINES AND APPLICATION FORMS FOR POSTER ASTRACT SUBMISSION

The March of Dimes Perinatal Conference Committee invites you to participate in the fourth annual poster session at the 43nd Annual Perinatal Conference.  The poster presentation may report on any aspect of research, quality improvement/evidence-based practice project, or be a case study.  Poster topics should be relevant to perinatal nursing and may include research or initiatives from areas including but not limited to obstetrics, neonatology, public health, or lactation, including the following:

· Review of proven techniques for implementation and evaluation of quality improvement and evidence-based practice projects/

· Examination of communication technology as an effective tool for clinical practice

· Consideration of legal and ethical challenges and recommendations for equation and practice

· Exploration of the implementation process for innovative, collaborative and community          practice initiatives  

When preparing your abstract/poster please remember that the March of Dimes conference goals are:

· To provide an environment and content to facilitate discussion and provide strategies which promote collaborative practices in perinatal and community healthcare.

· To foster partnerships with community organizations that address premature birth, racial disparities, public health issues, and lactation education.  

· To promote professional networking and idea sharing in order to enhance the participants own practice and professional growth.

· To provide innovative tools and techniques that can ignite programs and educational activities which encourage perinatal learning and quality practice.

· Relevance of topic to Obstetrics, Neonatology, Public Health, or Lactation 

· Quality and validity of content

· Conference registration and tuition for at least one author for any accepted abstract/poster: February 23, 2018.  Registration rates for an accepted author are reduced to $150 for one day and $250 for two days.  If a registration is not received presentation of that poster will not be allowed.

· Will the topic have an impact on your practice?

· Is there a clear explanation of the results provided? 

· Is the evaluation well defined or too broad and non-specific to the original objective?

· Will the topic have an impact on your practice?

6. Conclusions

· How well does the abstract summarize the usefulness, sustainability, and generalizability of the work?
· Does the abstract summarize suggested next steps?
